





e Targeted screening helps
to reduce the risk of MRSA
transmission.



Risk foreseen, MRSA averted!

By means of screening and controlled use of antibiotics.

Early detection is an important step to contain
MRSA in health facilities.

During screening, a swab is taken from the vesti-
bules of the nose of the patients who may be con-
sidered a potential pathogen carrier (see also page
4). Until the test results are ready, these patients
should be isolated.

With frequent evidence of MRSA in several spatial
and time-related patients (> 2), the medical staff
who have direct contact with the MRSA patients
should undergo a screening."

Controlled use of antibiotics helps to prevent
further development of bacterial resistance -
and thus helps to prevent the further spreading
of MRSA.

In this context, the following measures have

proved to be especially helpful:

- Preparation of guidelines on antibiotics

- Transparency regarding the use of antibiotics

- Expert consultation on use of antibiotics in the
risk area

« Establishment of a Drug Commission?

Screening pays off:

Average additional costs per patient are estimated at € 5,000 to € 10,000.
With an undetected MRSA infection, the risk of transmission from patient to patient is 40 times
as high as the risk coming from patients already identified to have MRSA.

A swab test at a comparably low expenditure of € 3 to € 15 per patient does not only lower
costs but also considerably reduces the risk of transmission!

Hygienic hand disinfection - WHEN is as important as HOW!

The 6 steps of hygienic hand disinfection.

Please note that the hands must be rubbed up to the wrist joints with the recommended amount of disinfectant
for 30 seconds according to the mentioned steps. Hands need to be moistened during contact time.
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Surface hygiene:
extremely effective against hospital pathogens.

Contain contamination, prevent infections!

Professional surface hygiene is an extremely
effective measure against hospital pathogens.

MRSA pathogens can survive on all surfaces, instru-
ments and other objects for several months. As

a result, the risk of MRSA transmission to other
surfaces and objects increases as well. In order to
break this chain of transmission or to contain it
right at the beginning, surface disinfection and
cleaning are indispensable. Special care is also
required when handling gowns/clothes, as MRSA
pathogens can survive there, too.

Measures in detail

- wipe disinfection of all patient-related areas at
least once a day

- timely disinfection of contact surfaces of devices
(e.g. ECG device) used on the patient

- timely disinfection of contact surfaces of
instruments (e.g. scissors, clamps) used on the
patient

- disinfection or exchange of personal
paraphernalia (dental prosthesis, headset, tooth-
brush, comb)

- examinations and smaller procedures should be
performed in the patient room

+ bed linen and textiles to be collected in the
patient room

- waste and material containing MRSA must be
disposed of as hospital-specific waste according
to the Laga guidelines

Also required

- spatial isolation of MRSA-populated or -infected
patients

- patient-related use of instruments (stethoscopes,
thermometers, etc.) and disinfection of instru-
ments immediately after use.

- patients with the same pathogen strain can be
accommodated in the same room (cohort
isolation)

« training for staff and patient

- provision of information in case of patient transfer




Sanitation - tackling MRSA effectively.

If MRSA is detected, effective measures with rapid effect

must be taken.

If potential pathogen carriers do prove to be in-
fected, certain care standards must be observed
and sanitation steps consistently performed.

Antiseptic washing of skin and hair is one of
the proven sanitation or care measures. All body
surfaces — even the skin of the head - where a

Obstacles to an attempt to sanitise®

- Existence of reservoirs defying antimicrobial therapy (e.g.
chronic wounds in the abdomen or thorax which cannot
be sanitised, large tumour cavities)

- colonised, non-removable devices (e.g. tracheal cannula
after fresh dilatational tracheotomy)

- immediate recolonisation of external sources to be expected
which cannot be sanitised

- intolerability against antiseptics to be used

- implementation of measures cannot be controlled,
patient is not compliant
